Minutes of the Last Meeting:  Minutes for the Ordinary meeting held on 31st January 2024 & APA on 4th April 2023 were read through and agreed by all present. 
Matters Arising from the Minutes:  
Planning:   Ref: 2024/0689 – Field View Barn, Pound Lane – Erection of detatched storage building with shipping container and associated hardstanding (retrospective) & Erection of 2 x shower/toilet blocks adjacent to main building – Parishioners from neighbouring properties are not happy with the introduction of a CL site at this address and also the ongoing works which include the items in this application.  It has been deemed as too commercial to be just a CL site with the various new outbuildings and hardstanding pads.  Concern over access along Pound Lane is a big worry as the lane is so narrow and the site can only be approached and entered in one direction.  All councillors recommended refusal and the clerk has submitted a response outlining these concerns.

The clerk had the accounts internally audited and these were presented to the councillors for approval and signing off.

Village Greens & Footpaths:  
Mardle Green – Ms Miles newsletter is going to placed in the Noticeboard.  
Bulls Green – The green lane that runs alongside the wood has been cleared of overgrowth and is looking great.
Maypole Green –  Grass is now getting long. Mr Studley usually arranges the cutting of this each year.
Footpaths – The footpath that runs beside Toft Monks Hall on land owned by Mr Brooks is very narrow which makes it difficult to walk.  The clerk will ask Mr Brooks to make this wider.
Highways:   Bulls Green Lane has finally been repaired after the collapse of the road on both sides caused by heavy agricultural machinery during the sugarbeet harvest.  
Roadway repairs have also been carried out at Maypole Green. 

The clerk was asked to contact Highways again regarding the installation of a SAMS2 unit on the main road.  It was previous rejected by Highways as it would be in a 40mph zone rather that the required 30mph zone.  It has since been brought to our attention that there is a SAMS2 unit on the 40mph stretch between St.Olaves & Fritton.

Parish Church:   Julieanne informed us that the Vicar is very keen for the plans to go ahead for work on the church to turn it into a village hub (whilst remaining a place or Worship).  A great turnout of 56 parishioners were at the Easter Service.
