Apologies:  
Minutes of the Last Meeting: AGM held on 15th May 2023 were read through and agreed by all present. 
Matters Arising from the Minutes  Ms Miles has now completed compiling some very useful information together to be displayed on the noticeboard. Julianne Smith has also added some information regarding the church.  This will also go on our website – thank you both.
Mardle Road flooding issue – it seems at long last the residents have made headway in resolving this problem.  It won’t be totally apparent whether the work carried out has solved the problem until the winter months when we receive more rainfall.
Historical Photographs – Mike & Fiona are continuing with their investigations in getting these returned to us.

Planning:   
Ref: 2023/1256 – Barn West of Dovecote, Pound Lane – Change of use from Agricultural building to B8 storage.  Prior approval not required (delegated)
Ref: 2023/1169 – The Hamlet, Burnthouse Lane – two storey extension & single storey sunroom – This application has been amended due to the roots to ancient oak trees being where the foundations would have originally been dug.  There is now no issue with this.
Ref: 2023/1328 – Maypole House, Maypole Green – change of use from cabin to holiday let (retrospective) – PC do not have any issues with this
Ref:  2023/1821 – The Elms, Elms Road – Surface water reservoir – this is an agricultural application and therefore does not need any input from the Parish Council.  Mr Evan did state that a few residents living on Elms |Road have voiced concern over the size and location.

Finance & Administration:  
SNDC returned most of the Declaration of Interest forms previously submitted as they were not completed in full.  All agreed that the forms were not clear but the information was added to the forms at the meeting and the clerk will resubmit them.
Village Greens & Footpaths:  
Mardle Green – We have a small mole issue.  Linda will arrange for these to be dealt with.
Bulls Green – We are unsure which tree is the dangerous one that Mr Lane has notified us of – we assume it is one the trees lining the road (which has since fallen down with no issues). 

Maypole Green –  
Footpaths – Malcolm Brown voiced concern at the lack of markers along one of the footpaths.  Many years ago, at the position of the missing marker, there was a hedgerow which separated the fields.  More recently, the hedgerows have been removed to make one large field, hence no footpath marker there now.  Mr Brown also very kindly gave us a link to a good footpath map for Toft Monks.  The clerk will print some of these off to put in the Noticeboard for parishioners to take away and use.
Highways:   The Highway Rangers have been made aware of the un-maintained ditch that runs alongside Burnthouse Lane.  Hopefully they will clear it or inform the farmer that he must carry out his routine maintenance work as a matter of urgency.
The possibility of a SAMS or SIDS speed monitoring device was discussed at length.  This would be positioned on the main road either side of the 40mph section going through the village.  The clerk suggested asking each household if they would make a small contribution towards the cost of this sign.  A grant is available from the Parish Partnership Scheme run by Norfolk County Council so we would need to raise the other 50%.
Quiet Roads – Mr Hurrell asked if the clerk could look into the ‘Quiet Road’ scheme that some villagers are participating in.
