Matters Arising from the Minutes:   The noticeboard is now insitu and being used. Mr Matthews & Mr Hurrell are going to remove the lock on the Community side so it is accessible to the public.  As soon as this is done, the clerk will place an advert in the Rav Mag letting Parishioners know that it is there for them to use.  Ms Miles has pulled together some very useful information to be displayed on the noticeboard.  This will also go on our website – thank you Fiona.

The clerk presented the annual accounts which were agreed by all present.  The clerk will submit the accounts to the audit commission after getting them internally audited.
Village Greens & Footpaths:  
Mardle Green – Looking beautiful after the hard work of Mrs Holland, Ms Miles & Mr Matthews today, strimming, weeding and grass cutting.

Bulls Green – We are unsure which tree is the dangerous one that Mr Lane has notified us of – we assume it is one the trees lining the road.  Rubbish is starting to come up to the surface again at the old dump site.  

Maypole Green – Mr & Mrs Sidor at Ponds Ruff, Maypole Green have purchased a piece of equipment to carry out some maintenance on Maypole Pond.  The clerk was asked to write to them to clarify exactly what is involved and what work they intend to do.  Toft Monks Parish, as owners of the pond, we need to oversee any work that is carried out.
Highways:   There has been a problem with flooding along Mardle Road, outside of The Bungalow.  The clerk has been in contact with three of the four residents along here and it seems that there is an ongoing issue with a drain that is overflowing in wet weather.  This is foul water and seems to be overflow from some of the septic tanks along this row of bungalows.  This foul water is also backing up in one of the properties.  The residents cannot come to a decision who is responsible and the Parish cannot get involved with this private dispute however, it is causing a danger and nuisance to all that use Mardle Road.  The clerk was asked to write to all of the residents along here and ask them to accelerate their findings and get this problem sorted.  Highways are aware but they cannot do anything as the drain is on private property.  We have also been told that Environmental Health is now getting involved.
A.O.B – Parish elections are being held on 4th May 2023 – all nomination papers have been delivered to SNC.  We require seven councillors and we know of eight papers going in so there will be an election.
The clerk has had to review the meeting dates for this year to bring them inline with requirements needed around the election.  Meetings will be: AGM on 15th May and Ordinary meetings on 19th July, 13th September & 22nd November 2023
