Finance & Administration:  
It was confirmed that next years precept should be increased by 10% to cover ongoing increasing costs, especially green maintenance and tree safety costs.

We have received an additional £117.15 of CIL money making a total held of £1284.56 within our bank balance.  It was agreed that another picnic bench for Maypole Green would be useful and the clerk was asked to order this.

Highways: An open meeting for Toft Monks residents was held prior to this Parish Meeting to discuss the various options available to us following a site visit from Highways and a Highways official survey.  More information is going to be collected from Highways, specifically the costs involved with the installation of roundals at each end of the village and Slow signs at the crossroads. A further meeting will be arranged to enable the Parish Council alongside the Parishioners to make a decision on how to take this project forward.
Church:  The Community hub has now purchased a portaloo for hub and church use.  Plans are still going ahead to make the hub at the rear of the church with an addition of making a small kitchen area for refreshments.
A.O.B – The clerk was asked to contact Clinks Care Farm and book their office for our meetings next year.
SNDC have confirmed we can now co-opt someone in to replace Mrs Holland.
