Gary Overland has agreed two sites for the SAMS2 monitor with Mr Hurrell.  The FLAP committee have secured funding of iro £900 towards the unit and a Parish Partnership Grant of 50% of the cost has been applied for.  
Mr Hurrell explained that Shell also have £1000 grants available towards such schemes but at the present we are unsure whether we meet the criteria. 

Mr Hurrell is also working on having a stretch of Pound Lane reduced to 30mph.  Again, certain criteria has to be met before we can apply to Highways for this.
A survey to see if we can reduce the speed limit on the A143 going through the village from 40mph to 30mph would cost iro £4000 with no guarantee that we would get the result we want.  A significant cost for a small village such as Toft Monks.
Parish Church:  Mrs Smith sent in a report in her absence updating us on various fundraisers planned for the forthcoming months.
A.O.B – The Dog Poo bin has been moved from Bulls Green Wood to the corner of New Road, outside Clinks Farm where we feel it will be used more.
