Minutes of the Last Meeting:  Minutes for the Ordinary meeting held on 19th July 2023 were read through and agreed by all present. 
Matters Arising from the Minutes:  
Planning:   
Finance & Administration:  
Chq.513 - £61.00 – Lawntech – Moles Control on Mardle Green

Chq.173 - £30.72 – M.Hurrell  - Reimbursement for concrete (Noticeboard posts)
Chq.174 - £594.58 – SNDC – Empty Dog Poo bins 2022/23
Village Greens & Footpaths:  
Mardle Green – Lawntech have visited and dealt with the moles.
Bulls Green – The dangerous trees have been removed.  Mr Matthews has strimmed around the fruit trees.
Maypole Green –  
Footpaths – The footpath that runs along the back of Pound Lane is unpassable.  We are unsure who farms this field.  It was decided that in the spring next year we will walk all of the footpaths in the village and contact the farmers concerned to remind them that footpaths have to be kept clear.
Highways:   
The possibility of a SAMS2 speed monitoring device was discussed at length.  This would be positioned on the main road either side of the 40mph section going through the village.  The clerk distributed a draft letter asking each household if they would make a small contribution towards the cost of this sign.  Everybody agreed this would be fine and didn’t need amending.  The clerk is going to run this past Gary Overland at Highways first.  A grant is available from the Parish Partnership Scheme run by Norfolk County Council so we would need to raise the other 50%.
A.O.B – 
Land on Bulls Green Road – This is the other half of the field adjacent to the Willow Farm which has a current enforcement notice on it.  The clerk was informed that an application form would be submitted shortly to start up a Care Farm for children on this site.  We felt we couldn’t really discuss this at length until we have received the official application.
The clerk was contacted by a resident who lives on Hall Road, requesting a dog poo bin is placed down there.  This was discussed and it was felt that we really didn’t have the spare funds at the moment to purchase an additional bin.  It was suggested that we could perhaps move one of our existing bins but it seems they are all being well used.
It was brought to our attention that the residents at Field View Barn have applied for a CL site but there seems to be some confusion over the applications as there was one dated in March to The Camping & Motorhome Association (from Field View Barn) and another in September to The Camping & Caravan Association (from Field View Farm).  The clerk was asked to see if she could look into this as local residents were concerned about the increase in traffic along Pound Lane, with no passing places, and the site entrance on such a narrow piece of road.  Parish Councils are not notified of applications for CL sites so the clerk would be looking into this on behalf of the concerned parishioners.
