The clerk was informed that an application form would be submitted shortly to start up a Care Farm for approx.. 10 x children on this site plus support staff.  It would comprise of various small animals and areas for horticultural use.  A small barn, polytunnel, shed, toilet and welfare caravan would also be required.  Mrs Jackie Donovan who is applying for the site application explained in full what she is proposing.  It is at outline planning stage at the moment and she will keep us informed of her application.
